     Record the species and number of individual 
birds which come into this cylinder during a 
one hour period.  Try to judge the actual 
number of individuals which are making visits 
to the Circle, or which fly through the 
Cylinder.  Try NOT to count the same bird 
over and over again!   
     Please print clearly the number of each 
species in the IN column. Any species seen 
outside the Circle, should be listed in the OUT 
column.
